Habitat for Humanity of Metro Denver (Habitat Metro Denver) is part of a global, nonprofit 
housing organization that seeks to put God's love into action by bringing people together to 
build homes, communities, and hope.  Habitat for Humanity was founded on the conviction that 
everyone needs an affordable, healthy and stable place to live in dignity and safety, and that 
affordable housing should be a matter of conscience and action for all.  
 
To achieve our vision of a world where everyone has a decent place to live, Habitat Metro Denver 
builds, renovates and sells homes in partnership with low- and moderate-income families. The 
organization also works with existing low-income homeowners in formerly red-lined Denver 
neighborhoods to do critical home repairs. Throughout its 42-year history, Habitat Metro Denver has 
served more than 2,500 households and is the 8th largest producer in the Habitat U.S. network.

Overview: The ReStore Call Center Assistant will add capacity to Habitat for Humanity of Metro Denver’s 
ReStore Call Center and logistics operations. This position will primarily focus on customer service and 
communication with potential and current donors.   
  

Major Responsibilities: 

• Become a Habitat for Humanity ambassador to our daily volunteers, donors, and customers by 

embracing our Cultural Blueprint 

• Make donation pick-up reminder calls 

• Record and return voicemails 

• Answer live donation requests 

• Schedule donation pick-ups 

• Represent Habitat Metro Denver in a positive and professional manner 

• Be informed and current with Habitat news, policies, and procedures 

 

Time Commitment:   

• 12 hours per month, weekly shifts 

• Shifts are flexible during store hours: Tuesday – Saturday, 10am – 5pm
